Ask a Mexican about a vocho and you've
given them space to share their passion for
life, love, & adventure.

You'll be taken to a place where words
come up short. Emotions, sounds,
memories being to take over. 

An object which transmutes all social
classes and societal boundaries of which
almost every language in the world has
given it a nickname.

With spontaneous street portraits and a
deep immersion in their contemporary
cultural expressions, this visual
anthropological study places the vocho at
the center of shared universal sentiment.

 This multimedia project preserves, exhibits
and exports the "Mexican version" of this
relic that vanishes into a world full of
division, in an attempt to unite through
shared human emotions / experiences, as
seen through Mexican culture.



The American documentary photographer came across
a fascinating object. Something that at the same time
represents part of the cultural identity of Mexico, but
also has a connection with various world cultures.
Walking through the streets with his camera, each
person he knew had a story with a Vocho, an object that
allows one to open up to a conversation or a
photograph.
That object that erases social classes, genders, ages and
reveals the human condition towards adventure, art and
love.
Through spontaneous portraits, Rodrigo uses the
environment & details that represent Mexico in it's
'natural' state, to document the last phase of Vocho's
expression, it's death.
Every day there is one less, but even in contemporary
times around Teslas, they are found on the same streets
as always, but with details of a time in transition. These
details form the visual narrative of the photobook,
presenting the design as a mechanically perfect object
for the use demanded by its time, 'volks wagen'; the
vochero spirit that inspires the use of the car that
crosses cultural and social barriers; and the people who
continue to live a connection closer to the adventure,
each Vocho as a piece of art reflected in each of its
owners.
